For those Lions Clubs who would like to hold this event in their area, please contact Lion Lynn for training and the
necessary equipment. Even if you already have an organization doing screenings in your area, we can still reach people
that they haven’t. This is vital. Not only is diabetes the leading cause of preventable blindness in the United States, but
it causes numerous other medical issues.
